Observance of 72"4 Death Anniversary of Mahatma Gandhi in Sao Paulo

Marking the 72nd Death Anniversary of Mahatma Gandhi, Consulate
General of India, Sao Paulo and Swami Vivekananda Cultural Centre (SVCC)
organised day-long activities to pay homage to the Mahatma.

The video
launched by PD Division in 2018, showcasing the medley version of the famous
bhajan 'Vaishnava Jana To' by artists from across the globe was also played at
the event. Remembering Mahatma on his death anniversary, Ms. Puja Kaushik,
Director, SVCC, spoke about the Gandhi’'s teachings of peace and non-
violence and showed some rare pictures of the last days from the Mahatma's
Life. The event was attended by more than 80 people and Gandhi comics titled
‘Mahatma Gandhi — Father of the Nation’ by Amar Chitra Katha (Portuguese
version) were distributed to all the participants.
