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From the desk of the Director

The newsletter not only summarises past events but also
presents the vision behind our efforts since March 2025. 

This period could easily be described as the golden period in the
continuing journey of SVCC because of the sheer scale,
prominence and diversity of the activities of SVCC. 

Honourable Prime Minister's visit to Brazil in July this year was a
unique opportunity for SVCC to create an impressive and
inclusive culture show in Rio de Janeiro and Brasilia. Both the
community receptions displayed the enthusiasm the community
had for his visit and the influence of Indian culture in Brazil. SVCC
made a significant contribution in providing the knowledge and
technical support to conceptualise and curate the cultural
events which were of a unique nature, and included Brazilian
Mantra group and Amazonian chants with Shiv Tandav Stotra. A
rare and innovative confluence of two cultures!

Another significant development was the arrival of our new Ambassador H.E. Shri Dinesh
Bhatia to Brazil in the month of June 2025. Ambassador Shri Bhatia, besides being a
distinguished diplomat, is a scholar and author too, and has always promoted Indian culture
in a significant way. Under his guidance, SVCC thrived. Be it the community reception during
the PM visit, a unique celebration of Raksha Bandhan for Brazilians, a cultural show at the
Embassy on Independence Day or the creation of YogaNet, he inspired, guided and
supported SVCC at each step. We express our deep gratitude after this!

The visit of Honourable Union Minister for Agriculture Shri Shivraj Singh Chouhan also was a
magnificent opportunity for the Indian community to learn deeply about the immaculate
performance of Indian agriculture in recent years.  SVCC will cherish the plant that he
planted in our premises. 

Let’s talk a bit about our flagship projects!

Experience India Day (#EID), which is engineered to provide immersive cultural experiences
to universities and schools, is getting momentum. EID connects students of all levels with
Indian culture, enhancing their cultural understanding and appreciation. The project is
already a huge success. On March 2025, the project was taken to ESPM, with an amazing
response from the audience, students and faculty members. 



Our project #CampusConnect strengthens academic and cultural ties between India
and universities. Now functional in 19 universities, the initiative highlights India's
diversity and promotes educational exchanges, enriching and connecting the academic
community with SVCC. On June 4th, SVCC brought the Campus Connect to the Belas
Artes University; the programme included a lecture on India’s economy by me and was
attended by more than 70 students.

#IndiaInYourLibrary takes Indian culture and knowledge into libraries. This project
enhances community knowledge about India through access to Indian literature, films,
and cultural resources. SVCC has reached several libraries and we established a new
Bharat Corner in Piracicaba municipal library during Bharat Week last year. In April
2025, I went to the National Library of Brasilia as part of SVCC’s #IndiaInYourLibrary
initiative and had a fruitful meeting with the Director Ms. Patrícia Miranda, during
which us discussed possibilities for future collaboration. 

#IndiaFest celebrates Indian culture through music, dance, cuisine, and crafts in
various cities. The festival fosters cultural exchange, presenting vibrant Indian
traditions to Brazilian communities. We reached new municipalities and cities: in March
2025, India Fest was held in Rio de Janeiro; in May, in Florianópolis, and in July, in
Piracicaba.  

Beyond this, our free regular classes on Yoga, Tabla, Hindi and Odissi are attracting
numbers of students.

I also wish to thank you for following and sharing our social media channels so much
with your views, likes, comments and engagement.

I am yet again amazed to observe the striking similarities - social, cultural and
economic - between the great two countries. It seems that person-to-person
connections are almost organic and natural if the cultures are well presented and
comprehended, and SVCC will leave no stone unturned in its effort to do so!  

Plurality, intellectual standards, vibrancy, colours, food, and even the aspirations of
people are part of the common metrics of bilateral ties, which are vast and extensive.
The deep interest of Brazilians in Indian culture is truly impressive. Indian spiritualism
has deep roots here, and music, art, and other performing arts are also profound areas
of appreciation. SVCC is determined to delve deeper and present an authentic image
of emerging India, its civilizational culture and its growing modern economy in the
context of creating genuine people-to-people and cultural bonds following the Indian
philosophy of Vasudhaiva Kutumbakam (world is one family). 

Therefore, I hope and believe you all will enjoy this edition of Sanskriti Setu (संस्कृ�त सेतु)
and I look forward to more communication and dialogue with you regarding your
suggestions and participation in this cultural journey between these two great
countries!
